Develops a stong root system.

Flowers early to allow for longer grain fill period. Check for leaf disease; spray if showing any leaf disease for
top yields.

Best option of the <80 day
products for silage.

Stands well. Tall enough to handle early snowfall. Dries down well when matured. Consistent top performer
across environments.
